World Geography and Culture

The goal of the National Geography Standards is to enable students to become
geographically infermed through knowledge and mastery of three things:

© Factual knowledge
© Mental maps and tools
© Ways of thinking

Geographical skills enable a person to understand the connections between
patterns of rivers and the physical processes that create them, between patterns
of cities and the human processes that create them, and between what happens
in the places in which we live and what happens in places throughout the world,
near and far.

AP Human Geography

AP Human Geography introduces students to the systematic study of patterns and
processes that have shaped human understanding, use, and alteration of Earth's
surface. Students employ spatial concepts and landscape analysis to examine human
social organization and its environmental consequences. They also learn about the
methods and tools geographers use in their science and practice. The course is
structured according to the course outline found in the most recent AP Human
Geography Course Description published by the College Board.
